With the release of her second album, Two Kites, Fern Lindzon is set to soar to the heights of the Canadian jazz scene. This artistic tour de force showcases the multi-faceted talents of an adventurous artist in vibrant fashion, confirming her reputation as a jazz pianist, vocalist, composer and arranger of rare skill.

Fern Lindzon moves freely and easily between jazz standards, Brazilian melodies, klezmer instrumentals, classic pop and Yiddish folk songs. 

Her first CD, Moments Like These (2008), was well received critically, and her second CD, Two Kites, set for release in April 2011, has already won a juried Special Projects award sponsored by Toronto Downtown Jazz. The CD features an all-star cast: Mike Murley on sax, George Koller on bass and Nick Fraser on drums.

Fern has been heard at jazz clubs in Toronto, Vancouver and Victoria, at jazz festivals in Ontario, and in 2009 on CBC Radio’s Canada Live. In 2010 she led her own jazz/klezmer sextet in several performances of her original score for Buster Keaton’s Sherlock Jr. at the Toronto International Film Festival’s Bell Lightbox. Her most recent project, Forgotten Melodies, which brings the exoticism, unbridled energy and heartbreak of klezmer/Eastern European and Yiddish music to contemporary jazz, received its world premiere in March 2011 at the Richard Bradshaw Amphitheatre in the Four Seasons Centre for the Performing Arts.
